Relay Kit S1-MH7AK001. 
Switching between low 
and high is determined by 
outdoor unit. Kit also 
includes wiring and liquid 
line drier. 

NOTES: This diagram is specific to Ultra Low NOx 
Furnaces. 

 If HMH7 unit is used as cooling only unit then W 1 
from thermostat connects to “W” terminal on 
furnace. and W 2 and B terminals are not used.  
Thermostat must be configured accordingly to 
control for single stage cooling and heating 
operation. 

If configuring thermostat as dual fuel, then W2 is 
connected to “W” terminal on furnace. W1 on 
most thermostat will be configured for O or B to 
control reversing valve. Thermostat must be 
configured accordingly were W2 is configured to 
control furnace heating.   

If furnace is to be used during defrost cycle, 
then “W” wire from outdoor unit also will 
connect to “W” on furnace.
